   A full ¼ of the church year is devoted to the Lent/
Easter Season.  The 40 days of Lent lead into our 3 “high 
holy days:" the Easter Triduum. Then the Easter Octave 
begins the 50 day celebration of the Resurrection until Pen-
tecost. The traditional three facets of Lent are introduced in 
Ash Wednesday's scriptures: 
    �   keep the Fast / do sacrifice 
    �   give Alms / do good deeds 
    �   Pray more 
       The target of all these Lenten practices is our baptis-
mal vows: to renew our vows whole-heartedly with the 
Elect who are embracing those vows the first time. Keep in 
your prayers our Catechumen preparing for baptism and our 
five candidates preparing for Full Communion.  

Don't Miss the Best Part:  Easter Triduum is what we’re 
spending Lent preparing for. Set aside Thursday evening 
April 1 through Sunday morning April 4 for your spiritual 
enrichment. Take off work if you can. These are our high 
holy days! No other time of the year is more precious. It is 
the hour of the Death and Resurrection of our Lord. 

Lent: Half and Half : "The purpose of the first half of Lent 
is to bring us to compunction… 'to puncture' our inflated 
egos, to challenge any self-deceit about the quality of our 
lives as disciples. … From this perspective, Lenten penance 
may be more effective if we fail in our resolutions … Its 
purpose is not to confirm us in our sense of virtue but to 
bring home to us our radical need of salvation." The read-
ings in the first  half of Lent focus on our interior journey 
of prayer, fasting, and charity; the scriptures of the second 
half of Lent remind us of our destination. The first half of 
Lent is a call to a life of Gospel conversion. The second half 
of Lent immerses us into the mystery of Jesus and his cross. 
"The switch from ethical to Christological in no accident" 
writes Mark Searle in Assembly magazine, vol 8.3.  

Recessional fast: Since everything is "toned down" during Lent, 
we will not sing a recessional hymn. During this season of 
"Purification and Enlightenment," we strip away all that is unnec-
essary, and so simplify our lives and purify our intentions. Since a 
recessional hymn is never necessary, we'll fast during Lent from 
this song as well as from the Alleluia and Gloria.

          We are standing in the doorway of a great Liturgical 
Season that tries to prepare us for the renewal of our bap-
tisms and the reception of those seeking entrance into the 
Church. Lent might be the season of prepositions as well. 
Does one decide to give up, or give over, or give to, or give 
back?   The real meaning of Lent is about receiving again. 
Through the liturgical readings and prayers of this season, 
we are reminded of how God has handed to us, the Eternal 
Son with a loving desire that we allow the Gift to be handed 
to us again and again. 
     In our First Reading, we hear a little bit of the history 
behind the liturgical actions prescribed by Moses.  The role 
of the priests is to receive the first-fruits of the harvests with 
prayer and gratitude.  God, through Moses, rescued each 
person from slavery in Egypt. God handed over the soil as a 
gift and the people were to multiply as well. The first-born of 
the family and of the flock were likewise dedicated in 
thanksgiving to God. Finally, as a sign of dependence and 
gratitude for the soil, the people were to hand over some of 
what they had received and bow down in reverence before 
God.   
     In the Gospel today, we hear the familiar drama of Jesus 
being tempted by the devil. Jesus had been baptized ac-
cording to Jewish custom. During His being baptized, Jesus 
heard His identity as the Beloved One and began to live it. 
     The key word in the devil’s presentation is “if”. This con-
ditional word moves the whole scene into the subjunctive, 
or “contrary to present fact” mood. Jesus remains “in the 
indicative”, “affirmed actual fact” mood. The devil wants to 
offer or hand over to Jesus what is already  in and of Jesus. 
The devil quotes scripture but says “if you are” and Jesus 
replies with scripture but denies the “if”. 
     Our forty days of preparing to renew and celebrate our 
identity have begun. We will listen to the stories, sing the 
hymns, do the rituals that reveal to ourselves who we really 
are.  By their being baptized through the Exodus, the peo-
ple of Israel knew God made them His own. They were to 
live in community doing the holy things that identified them 
as God’s own.  We too have received our names through 
baptism and are called to do those actions appropriate to 
our name—Christian.
