 There is a very human tendency that draws us 
closer to those people and things that make us feel better 
about ourselves.  At the same time, we tend to avoid those 
things which make us feel bad about ourselves.  While we 
all desire a more positive experience of ourselves, looking 
more prayerfully at events which disturb us, can make us 
more faithful people.  Faith is not a feeling; it is a gift given 
to us and meant to be lived and shared. 
     In our First Reading, we hear, once again the story of 
Sodom and Gomorrah.  Abraham, who is quite familiar with 
these two “sin-cities”, makes a heartfelt plea for the 
innocent living in Sodom and Gomorrah.  Abraham 
becomes the first advocate for humanity.  His prayer is a 
great “count-down” checking out how merciful God might 
be.  In the end, God promises to not destroy the cities if 
there could be found 10 just people.  Centuries later, God 
saves humanity because of the presence of One Just Man- 
Jesus Christ. 
     St. Paul reminds us that we were buried with that One 
Just Man in baptism, in which we were also raised with him 
through faith in the power of God, who raised him from the 
dead.  Therefore, somewhere within us, is the ability to be 
open to the divine. 
     In the Gospel, the Disciples are looking for a deeper 
experience of the Divine and so they ask Jesus to teach 
them the sense of prayer.  Jesus lays out in prayer the 
special relationship that exists between the Father and the 
Son—and also with us!  But, prayer is more than 
words.  Prayer is a relationship which is experienced and 
expressed as personally as the person praying can be 
without being selfish.  Prayer is a skill that is not acquired 
or learned.  Prayer is whatever we have to do in order to 
notice the movements of God around us.  A direct 
consequence of prayer is that we do feel better about 
ourselves and are more confident of our role in salvation 
history.
