ELEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

JUNE 13, 2010

The Scriptures we hear today call us to look at our
missed opportunities and sinfulness and see God’'s Grace.
The times when we examine our behavior are really
moments when God has come near to us for the purpose
of drawing us closer. Even though we may feel sorrow or
shame, they are moments motivated by God'’s love for us-
but never by God'’s anger.

The Gospel Lesson for today is full of political twists and
turns. Jesus is invited by a Pharisee, but not
welcome. Jesus welcomes a sinful woman who is not
invited. Even more surprising, the sinful woman kneels on
the floor and pleads for mercy from the One Who is on
trial. In this passage, Simon the Pharisee is the prosecutor,
the other invited guests are the jury and Jesus is on trial.

In this Gospel, the Evangelist contrasts the Kingdom of
Heaven and the ways of worldly power. Jesus welcomes
the woman into the Kingdom of the forgiven and confronts
the kingdom of the unforgiving . The Gospel reading ends
quite surprisingly by naming the women who were also
close friends and disciples of Jesus. In the eyes of the
world, these women were insignificant, but in God's
Kingdom, they are essential and welcome.

For those who dare, there is one more reflection: The
woman welcomed by Jesus was considered sinful because
she let others abuse her for their entertainment. Human
beings seem to have a problem with power in general. We
are easily moved to dominate but are often unsure whether
or not our powers are enough. These feelings of
inadequacy demand a resolution. As a result, we are
tempted to overcome our feelings of inadequacy by
attempts of domination. One way is to diminish others, to
undignify them, to misuse our power of creativity and to
destroy their creative powers.

The way to avoid this trap is to reflect on Jesus’
words: “Because she loves exceedingly, she is forgiven in
a great way. The one who rarely experiences God’'s
forgiveness can only love rarely.”
