THIRTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

JUNE 27, 2010

The time we spend at Mass is blessed time,
indeed. We present to Jesus our gifts, our poverty,
our worries, our hopes and our attempts at being
more than we are. Jesus receives all of this and
more. In exchange, He offers us affirmation and
recognition. The Eucharistic celebration is greater
than we will ever know.

In our First Reading, Elisha receives his state as
both servant and possessor of Elijah’s miraculous
powers. The gifts of vocation and empowerment
arrive immediately, yet, Elisha has an excuse to not
respond immediately. When Elisha does “get the big
picture,” he leaves his former ways and trustingly
follows his call.

The Gospel passage we hear has several distinct
and important features for us to consider. It is truly a
turning point for Jesus. From this point on, He has
turned toward Jerusalem where he will be lifted a little
way above the earth by man and put to death on a
cross. It is also there that He will be raised by God
over the earth and welcomed into heaven. As He
draws near Jerusalem, we see more clearly Jesus’
determination to fulfill His destiny as priest, prophet
and king.

As the group moves into Samaria, they are insulted
and not welcomed. When James and John ask if they
could call down fire from the heavens to destroy
Samaria, Jesus invites them to see that they have
something better to do with their time. The Jews and
Samaritans have had a long dispute about whether
the Lord should be worshipped in Jerusalem or
Samaria. As passionate as each argument is, the
Disciples should not become swept away in an
emotional dispute, which will ultimately distract them
from fulfilling their vocations.

The last part of the Gospel is about “vocation and
response.” Three people are attracted to Jesus and
He welcomes them. Like Elisha, they immediately
find an excuse to delay their response. The invitation
to follow Jesus always results in a tension between
the self-possession of one’s personal kingdom and
the self-donation for the Kingdom of God. Our
Baptismal promises center around Jesus being our
personal and universal Savior. At every Eucharist
and each time we pray, Jesus finds us and turns our
face toward the new and Eternal Jerusalem. “Bless
the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me bless His
holy Name.” Ps. 103,1
