THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

MAY 30, 2010

We believe in one God, the Father Almighty. We
believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord. We believe
in the Holy Spirit.” Now that is a mouthful! These three
sentences speak of a tremendous mystery which is only
surpassed by those who try to explain it. So, here | go...

Our First Reading comes from the Book of
Proverbs which is really an “owner’s manual” for the Jewish
mind, heart and hands. This book tells the reader about
proper living in the Jewish family or community. The book
contains sayings for every occasion. Each teaching is
centered around discipline, restraint, just judgment and
relational sensitivity. In our passage today, we are taught
that Wisdom assisted in the creation of all things, and with
God, She found delight in the human race.

In the Gospel, Jesus confides that He reverences
the inability of His closest followers to clearly understand all
the He is and what he is about. The Spirit of Truth will be
at work continuously helping those who are open to His
guidance as they receive the truths coming from God.

When we possess something completely, we are
no longer hungry for it or searching for it. For that reason
there can be no clinging to Jesus so that faith is reduced to
an experience of friendship. The great gift of God to us is
“longing”- a desire for more. So for us, “longing” is the
beginning of “belonging.” We belong to God.

The wonderful mystery of this God is not so much
that there are three relational Persons who are distinct, yet
co-equal and co-eternal, but rather, that this triune God
knows us and delights in us and delights us, but just to a
certain point, a threshold which allows us to reach, but not
grasp, to long, but not have. Our longing for God and all
that God can offer us is proof of the greatest mystery of all:
“We are God'’s people, the sheep of His flock.”
