THIRTY-THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

NOVEMBER 15, 2009

In recent news, two aircraft pilots were so preoccupied
with their lap top computers that they flew right over the city
at which they were scheduled to land. Something woke
them up some 100 miles past their destination. As we
reflect upon the Scripture Lesson for this week, we might
call to mind the many ways life calls us to wake up or shake
off the numbness and be attentive to the grace of each
moment.

In our First Reading, the prophet speaks of hope for
those who belong to God. The reading recounts a horrible
war story full of bloody battles and the relentless human
drive for power and domination. In the end, there is the
promise of life for those who “lie in the dust.” The war will
end and those whose names are in “the Book” will rise,
those who ruthlessly sought power and domination will be
“an everlasting horror and disgrace.” What is important in
this passage is the promise of resurrection. The sun, moon
and stars, which symbolize order will be shaken. They will
be replaced by the “Son of Man” who is coming to re-
establish harmony and peace— God’s Kingdom.

Just as people once set their sense of permanence by
the stars and seasons, they will now ground themselves in
Jesus Christ the King. The true children of God will not
require them anymore. Jesus will give them life.

The Gospel Lesson speaks about the heavens being
shaken and Jesus returning to His own. If these words are
taken out of context they can frighten us. When will this
happen?

We love to plan for the future. As we plan for the future
we believe that we can control or cause events to take
place some 10 to 20 years in the future. Like the disciples,
we too would like to calculate when “the end” will happen.
Throughout history many so-called experts have calculated
when the end will occur. At this point we must reread this
Gospel and take Jesus at His Word, “No one knows,
neither the angel in heaven, nor the Son, but only the
Father.” And He’'s not telling.

So the point of the Gospel is that it is not important
when the end occurs. The real question is, will we be
ready when the end occurs? What must we do to ready
ourselves?

Perhaps the best way to get ready is to realize that the
“End” comes with a wonderful gift: the eternal presence of
Jesus Christ the King of the Universe.
