 In the celebration of Jesus Christ, the King of the 
Universe, we reach the end of the Church Calendar.  Next 
week, the yearly cycle begins anew.  Just as we make 
resolutions for the New Year that begins on January 1st, 
today is a good day to begin reflecting on what resolutions 
God may be inviting us to make as we step into the New 
Church Year.  To help us in this spiritual exercise, Fr David 
Fleming, author of “Draw me into your Friendship”, offers a 
helpful reflection, in two parts. 
 First, we are invited to reflect on Public Leaders who 
have shown themselves to be holy people.  We can see by 
their labor that they continually strive to improve the living 
conditions of all people.  As a result, people of good will, 
whatever their age, are drawn to be in the presence of such 
a leader, to listen, and to follow.  What have they inspired 
us to do? 
 After this reflection has given us insight into the many 
ways we have responded to another’s call, we begin to look 
closely at the Lord Jesus Christ.  If a human leader can 
have such an appeal to us, how much greater is the 
attraction of the Son of God?  Jesus’ call goes out to all 
people, yet he calls each person in a specific and unique 
way.  The Lord is respectful of our unique gifts and talents.  
He doesn’t ask us to do what we cannot do; yet he gently 
calls us to growth. 
 Our Lord’s desire is to win over the whole world, to 
overcome evil with good, to turn aside hatred with love, to 
conquer the forces of death and to eliminate whatever 
obstacles there are that hinder the sharing of life between 
God and humankind.  Christ the King calls out to us in 
these words, “Whoever wishes to join me in this mission, 
must be willing to labor with me, follow me into the struggle, 
and suffer with me, so that they will share with me in the 
Glory of the Kingdom.” 
 We are reminded of the many graces and blessings we 
received during our lives.  We remember how generous 
and kind the Lord has been to us.  And so we ask 
ourselves, “How does my heart want to respond to the call 
of the King?”  With God inviting and victory assured, how 
can anyone in their right mind not surrender to Jesus and 
his call to labor with him in his mission? 
 Let us pray:  Lord Jesus, from the start you have 
always invited people to come to where you live.  When 
they come, you welcome them and call them to labor and 
rejoice with you.  You are most beautiful, generous and 
kind.  I can hardly believe that you want me for your friend.  
You are powerful, Lord, draw me more and more into your 
friendship and lead me along the way you took with your 
friends.  Amen.
